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Waste
We continually strive to reduce the amount of waste and 
emissions to the environment produced by the group. At our 
own factories and of�ces, we sort waste to ensure that the 
majority goes to material recycling. The rest goes for energy 
recycling. We still have a certain amount of hazardous and 
other waste which is dumped. Our factories do not pollute 
the soil, water or air and represent no noise or smell problems 
for their surroundings. 

Our chairs will also become waste at some point, which is 
why we attempt to follow their lifecycle to see if they end up 
anywhere in such large quantities that will justify industrial 
disassembly and sorting at source. But unfortunately, most 
of our products have such a long and itinerant life that it has 
been impossible to coordinate collection and disassembly. 
Nevertheless, we put a lot of thought into making our products 
easy to take apart and that the materials are simple to sort.
